Supplementary Material 1

The Australian Collaborative Rangelands Information System (ACRIS).

The Australian Collaborative Rangelands Information System (ACRIS) operated between
2002 and June 2014 to report change in the rangelands related to natural resource
management (NRM). It was a partnership between the Australian Government, CSIRO, Ninti
One Ltd and government agencies in rangeland jurisdictions responsible for NRM and
biodiversity conservation.

A major contributor to the success of ACRIS was effective collaboration amongst the
member agencies, ably supported by Gary Bastin, the coordinator.

The most significant achievement of ACRIS was Rangelands 2008 — Taking the Pulse, a
publication which brought together a range of disparate datasets to report change in
Australia’s rangelands between 1992 and 2005."

ACRIS used a simple framework for measuring and reporting change that considered key
drivers of change; their effects on landscape values and ecosystem services; and the
resulting effects on, and feedbacks from, socio-economic outcomes.’

Subsequent to the 2008 report, ACRIS members developed and tested a rigorous
hierarchical framework for monitoring biodiversity throughout the rangelands,?
implemented an innovative method for analysing change in remotely-sensed ground cover”
and continued to report on biophysical and socio-economic components of change in the
rangelands.

Despite the success of ACRIS, after 12 years the Australian Government terminated its
funding support. Foran and others noted 'a general tendency for government agricultural
and natural resource departments to decrease the scope and funding of activities in
rangelands’ and remarked on 'the locally-resident rangeland community’s inability to drive
its own political and economic future, given that the rangelands are spatially and viscerally
remote from state and national parliaments and urban populations, and not well
represented in decision-making centres'. >

Introduction

This supplementary file lists staff directly employed at the CSIRO Central Australian Laboratory
(CAL), Post graduate students undertaking research and supervised by a CAL scientist, and
Postdoctoral Fellows. Other individual categories are CSIRO Visiting Scientist, Honorary Fellow and
staff of a CSIRO-funded project with a long-term base in CAL.

The information is drawn from staff records collated by Librarian Marita Thompson in 2009 and
subsequently from the personal records of numerous individual staff members or ex-staff
members, supplemented with limited information from CSIRO Human Resources. All contributors
are gratefully acknowledged.

There is no certainty that the list is complete or without error.

Terminology explained

No attempt has been made to provide consistent Position Descriptions. Over time these changed,
for example from Clerical Assistant to Administrative Assistant; the description given here was
current at the time of employment.

Some technical appointments were as Technical Assistants while more senior appointees were
Technical Officers. In some cases the level of appointment was unclear and the position is simply
described as Technical Support.

17 Week Appointment: Under the Federal Government Special Youth Employment Training
Program, introduced 1976—77, an employer received a $50 a week subsidy for 17 weeks to employ
young people, for training purposes, who had been unemployed for four months or more. Not all
appointees worked for exactly 17 weeks.

CEP Employee: Employed under the Federal Government Community Employment Program,
introduced 1983, targeting long-term unemployed.

AGO refers to an Australian Greenhouse Office project, a Federal Government initiative.

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Introduction

This supplementary file lists publications by scientists either directly employed at the CSIRO
Central Australian Laboratory (CAL), students undertaking research and supervised by a CAL
scientist or scientists associated with the laboratory in its formative years (see Friedel and
Morton 2022). Publications were compiled from four main sources:

1. Abibliography of CAL publications to 1995 assembled by the then Librarian, Marita
Thompson. The list included publications from research conducted by CAL staff and /
or from other institutions whose staff were using CSIRO facilities. Some of the latter
category were excluded from this file because they were not directly associated with
CAL research.

2. The CSIRO Research Publications Repository
(https://publications.csiro.au/publications) in which staff lodge details of all
contemporary publications.

3. Similar searches of other databases and web sites where less substantial (grey)
literature was known to reside. Examples include the Australian Rangeland Society’s
Range Management Newsletter (https://austrangesoc.com.au/) and the Remote
Australia Online Publications Database
(https://www.nintione.com.au/publications/remote-australia-online/).

4. Targeted literature searches for some CAL staff using Google Scholar. This resource
was also used to clarify or confirm the correct citations for many publications.

The database contains many publications where a CAL scientist was a co-author with
external collaborators, both nationally and internationally. This is testimony to the
extensive networking developed by some scientists, and particularly those with a longer
connection to the laboratory.

Some journal articles are a legacy of earlier research but were published during the
scientists’ tenure at CAL. In other cases, publications are included where scientists had
continuing research connections with the laboratory after leaving CAL.

Although an exhaustive search has been made to include all relevant literature, there is no
certainty that the list is complete or without error.

Significant publications over time

The number of journal articles, book chapters, technical memoranda, conference papers
and reports in two-year blocks is graphed in Figure 1. Technical memoranda were a popular
format for reporting in the earlier years of the laboratory. They were replaced by various
forms of reports from the 1980s onwards. Many reports in later years were for clients,
including funding bodies and the Australian Government.

Note that some publications continued to be generated by former staff following the
closure of the laboratory in 2018.

Number of citations as an indicator of scientific impact

To indicate scientific impact, the number of citations of CAL publications included in the
Web of Science™ (WoS) Core Collection (Clarivate™ 2021) up to 2020 were analysed using
WoS search and analysis tools. Search terms were dffiliation [of an author] = ‘CSIRO’ and
address = ‘Alice Springs’. CAL publications first appeared in the WoS Core Collection in 1991.
This analysis returned 236 records of which 41 were manually removed because they
pertained to CSIRO scientists not located in Alice Springs. A further 11 minor publications
were removed (7 conference papers and 4 book reviews). The remaining 184 CAL
publications from the Web of Science Core Collection comprised 178 journal articles and 6
book chapters (originally presented as conference or symposium papers). The 184
publications and citations of these publications up to end of 2020 are graphed in Figure 2
(with publications identified as underscored index numbers in the following section).

Up to end of 2020 these CAL publications were cited by 4,602 other papers that are included
in the WoS Core Collection. The total number of citations was 5,888 of which about 5% are
self-citations (that is, where one paper in the set of 184 CAL papers has cited another paper
in the set). The average citation per publication is 32 across the 30-year period (highest
individual number of citations, 243).
